Extensive Reading Project
The purposes of this project are:
· To provide outside reading sources for students to expand their language knowledge along with knowledge in computing and IT areas.

· To allow students to self-assess their own reading behaviors through a Reading Log.
· To allow students to assess their own weaknesses of reading comprehension.
For this project, students will be required to finish these two parts:

1. Reading Log 


You will be assigned to read an article each week (10 articles from week 2 -  week 11), then you will be required to self-assess your own reading behaviors by writing your answers into Reading Log, separated into three main parts. Before getting start, don’t forget to record the start of your reading time, and record the time again when you finish reading the article (exclude  the time for answering in the Reading Log). 

a. What I know?


In this part, you will be required to read only the title, and write down what you know 
about this title.

b. What I predict?


In this part, you will be required to read only the first paragraph, and predict what the 
article will talk about?

c. What I found?


In this part, you will be required to read all the  paragraphs, and summarize the 
main idea from this article. Then find three new words from the article, write down their 
definitions, parts of speech, and make sentences by using words in context and in your 
own sentences.

The last part you will be required to express your opinion in response to the article, and to show whether or not you are interested in the article.

2. Short quiz

You will be required to take a quiz for 10 minutes before starting the class (10 quizzes from week 3 – week 12). The quiz will be the same as the article you read in Reading Log. This is for checking your reading comprehension. Make sure you answer all questions in short answers.
